This course is an introduction to Japanese, which aims to provide students with the
basic structure of the Japanese language, such as writing characters (Hiragana, Katakana, and
Kaniji), writing sentences (affirmatives, interrogatives, negatives, and clauses), telling numbers,
and understanding tenses (present and past tenses). Teaching and learning will concentrate
on integrating the four skills, e.g. reading, writing, speaking, and listening. In addition to this,
the course allows the students to practice basic Japanese for communication, such as
greeting, asking for addresses and telephone numbers, introducing oneself, shopping, and
telling dates and time.
