SSC 222 : wuywefau Arts and Humankind 3 (0-6-6)
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UNAUDIU

This course aims to strengthen or awaken the student’s artistic sense in order to
develop their personality and broaden their thinking parameters. It provides analyses and
discussions on the definitions and conceptions of the arts, the concept of empathy,
commonsense, and ethical issues in relation to the arts, culture and environment. Students are
exposed to a variety of art forms and are expected to learn the art of appreciating and
responding to their environments with artistic perspectives. Evaluation criteria are participation
in discussions, understanding of relationship between arts and humankind, oral presentations,

and assignments.
